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SET UP AND BREAK DOWN 
 
Please take particular notice of this section as it is essential for efficient and easy set up and break 
down of your stand. 
 
Enclosed is an up-to-date floor plan, to help you find where you are situated and who your fellow 
exhibitors are.

Set Up 
All stands need to be set up on Sunday 11 October, with everything in place and the venue clear 
by 17:00 ready to open for the Sunday Welcome Reception at 18:00. Please note that once the 
exhibition is open to delegates it is not possible to set up any stands for safety reasons.
